May 10, 2006 – New Orleans –  Louis Armstrong New Orleans International will see the 
resumption of scheduled international air service with the announcement of weekly charter 
flights to Honduras. 
 
Beginning June 3, 2006 and operating through August 5, 2006, International Charter and Tours 
(ICT) will have weekly non-stop flights from New Orleans to San Pedro Sula and continuing on 
to La Ceiba, Honduras.
